The 

1st CNTP was formulated in 1972 and the 5th CNTP (2020-2040) 

was recently established. The 5th CNTP aims for responding to 

new mega-trends and external conditions such as low fertility, 

aging population, the 4th industrial revolution, climate change, 

and inter-Korean relations.
