- should generally be a) staff member of a public university, b) candidate
considered for teaching or research staff recruitment, c) from the public
sector

Female applicants and candidates from less privileged regions or groups are

especially encouraged to participate in the program.

Scholarships are initially granted for one year and can be extended to a

maximum of the regular period of study upon receipt of an application for

extension. Scholars must demonstrate satisfactory progress before an

extension is granted.

The In-Country/In-Region Scholarship Program supports studies in subject

areas with strong relevance to land governance.

The scholarships at IAV are available in the following fields:

- 5 (2 In-Country / 3 In-Region) scholarships for PhD at the Centre for

The duration

- of the Msc. program is generally three years, starting in September 2020,
- of the PhD program is generally three years, starting in January 2021.
Please note that the maximum duration of the scholarship is based on the
time that is left until the scholarship holder has reached the regular period
of studies in that program; i.e., if you apply for a DAAD scholarship starting
in your second year of studies of a three-year program, the maximum
duration of the scholarship will be two years.
